               SAFE PESTICIDES FOR YOUR FRIENDLY POLLINATOR FRIENDS  

FROM OUR LAST NEWSLETTER IN JUNE, I HAD MANY REQUEST AND CONCERNS ON WHAT TO USE 

TO KILL BAD PEST THAT WON’T HURT THE GOOD INSECTS AND WOULD NOT HURT OUR BEES..  I 

HOPE THIS ARTICLE WILL HELP YOU.  

MY FIRST TWO MAJOR HELPERS IN THE GARDEN ARE: DIATOMACEOUS EARTH (FOOD GRADE) AND 

NEEM OIL.  MY GO TO FOR IRRADIACATING PEST. BEING GENTLE ON THE GOOD INSECTS INCLUD-

ING BEE’S.. THESE WILL HELP WITH FLOWER BEDS, AND VEGETABLE GARDENS.  

OK, IT IS POSSIABLE TO APPLY DIATOMACEOUS EARTH FOR PEST CONTROL AND NOT AFFECT THE 

BEES.  I’LL EXPLAIN, DE IS EFFECTIVE ON INSECTS BECAUSE OF THEIR EXOSKELETONS.  DE 

SCRATCHES OFF AND ABSORBS THE WAXY, OILY COATING ON AN INSECTS’S EXOSKELETON, 

WHICH EVENTUALLY LEADS TO DEATH BY DEHYDRATION.  DE CAN HAVE THIS EFECT ON BEES.. 

HOWEVER!!! BEES HAVE AT LEAST ONE ADVANTAGE– MAYBE TWO– THAT PROTECT THEM FROM 

THE EFFECTS OF DE.   

THE FIRST AND MOST OBVIOUS ADVANTAGE BEES HAVE IS THAT THEY ARE FLYING INSECTS.  FOR 

DE TO TAKE EFFECT, AN INSECT HAS TO CRAWL THROUGH IT !! BECAUSE BEES ARE MAINLY AIR-

BORNE, THEY ARE FAR LESS LIKELY TO COME INTO CONTACT WITH DE THAN OTHER PESTS, SUCH 

AS ANTS, COCKROACHES, AND BED BUGS.  SO APPLYING ON SOIL, CONCRETE, AND OTHER AREAS 

LEVEL TO THE GROUND SHOULDN’T BE A PROBLEM.  ITS ALSO GOOD TO APPLY TO PLANTS AS 

LONG AS YOU FOLLOW THESE PRECAUTIONS:  

1. DON’T APPLY DE ON BLOSSOMS OR ON FOLIAGE IMMEDIATELY SURROUNDING THEM. 

2. ONLY APPLY ON THE STEMS AND LEAVES OF PLANTS IF YOU DON’T SEE BEES CRAWLING ON 

THEM.  

3. IF BEES START CRAWLING ON THE STEMS AND LEAVES OF A PLANT YOU HAVE ALREADY AP-

PLIED DE ON, SPRAY IT OFF WITH WATER.  

4. APPLY EARLY IN THE MORNING OR LATE IN THE EVENING WHEN BEES ARE LESS ACTIVE. THIS 

WILL HELP BEES AVOID CONTACT WITH CLOUDS OF DE DUST THAT MAY PUFF UP AS YOU AP-

PLY.

BEES ALSO SEEM TO HAVE SOME NATURAL DEFENSES THAT PROTECT THEM FROM DE. TUI ROSE, 

AUTHOR OF “GOING GREEN USING DIATOMACEOUS EARTH HOW TO TIPS” SAYS THIS: WHEN DIA-

TOMACEOUS EARTH IS APPLIED TO CROPS OR ORCHARDS, THE HONEY BEE TENDS TO PROTECT 

THEM SELVES BY SIMPLY AVOIDING THOSE BLOSSOMS ALREADY TREATED WITH DE. HOWEVER, IF 

DE DOES GET ON A BEES’S BODY IT IS COVERED WITH SLICK HAIRS THAT ARE ABLE TO PREVENT 

DEHYDRATION OF BODY FLUIDS.  THEN THE BEE SIMPLY VIBRATES ITS WINGS RAPIDLY TO RE-

MOVE THE DUST AND PROTECT ITSELF”  EVEN SO,,, STILL WE URGE YOU TO BE CAUTIOUS AND 

KEEP IT AS FAR WAY FROM BEES AS POSSIBLE. LESSON, YES DIATOMACEOUS EARTH CAN HARM 

BEES. BUT THEY ARE NOT AS VULNERABLE TO IT AS OTHER PEST. JUST BE CAREFUL WHEN AP-

PLYING.. DE CAN REPLACE TOXIC CHEMICALS WITH ORGANIC ALTERNATIVE WHICH WILL BENEFIT

PART 3—SAFE PESTICIDES FOR FRIENDLY POLLINATOR FRIENDS.  

 

FRUITS AND VEGGIES. ANY OIL SPRAYED DIRECTLY ON ANY INSECT CAN 

SUFFOCATE AND SMOTHER THEM.  HOWEVER, NEEM OIL MAINLY WORKS 

BY BEING SPRAYED ON LEAVES OF PLANTS THEN THE INSECTS THAT 

EAT THESE LEAVES ARE EITHER REPELLED BY ITS BITTER TASTE OR 

KILLED BY INGESTING THE TREATED LEAVES.  BENEFICIAL INSECTS, LIKE 

LADYBUGS DO NOT EAT THE LEAVES OF PLANTS SO THEY ARE NOT 

HARMED. PLANT EATING PESTS LIKE MITES AND APHIDS, INGEST THE 

NEEM OIL AND DIE. WHEN SPRAYED ON LEAVES IT LEAVES NO LASTING 

RESIDUE IT WASHES AWAY WHEN IT RAINS.  BEST THING, DON’T SPRAY 

ON THE FLOWERS WHICH ARE POLLINATING.. AND NEVER SPRAY DI-

RECTLY ON THE BEES OR ANY BENEFICIAL INSECTS.  AGAIN FOR BEST 

RESULTS, SPRAY NEEM OIL IN THE EVENING WHEN BENEFICIAL INSECTS 

ARE LEAST ACTIVE, BUT INSECTS PESTS ARE STILL FEEDING. YOU CAN 

ALSO SPRAY IN EARLY MORNING. MIDDAY IS WHEN BUTTERFLIES, BEES 

AND LADY BUGS ARE VERY ACTIVE, SO ITS NOT GOOD TIME TO APPLY
